Annapolis, MD (October 24, 2006) – The deadline to nominate exceptional students, teachers and community volunteers for the Chesapeake Bay Trust’s annual awards program is fast approaching.  The deadline has been extended until Monday, November 6 at 5:00 pm and will recognize four distinct individuals for their dedication to the environment and the Chesapeake Bay.  Since 1998, the Trust has recognized an outstanding community volunteer through its Ellen Fraites Wagner award, for his or her tireless dedication to preserving and protecting the Chesapeake.  Then in 2004, the Trust added two new awards to its program: the Teacher of the Year award which recognizes an elementary or middle school teacher and a high school teacher for exceptional environmental education and action, and the Honorable Arthur Dorman scholarship, which celebrates a high school senior for his or her commitment to helping the environment while promoting diversity and tolerance for individuals of all backgrounds.

The Ellen Fraites Wagner Award - This award recognizes a volunteer for his or her outstanding contributions to Bay and river restoration. The honoree will receive a bronze statue of a blue heron and a $5,000 award.


The Teacher of the Year Awards - These awards are presented to two teachers, one to an elementary or middle school teacher and the second to a high school teacher, who have advanced Bay restoration goals and improved student achievement through classroom and hands-on experiences. The honorees will each receive a $2,500 award and plaque honoring his or her accomplishments.
The Honorable Arthur Dorman Scholarship - This minority scholarship recognizes a high school senior or college undergraduate for his or her commitment to Bay restoration and promotion of ethnic and cultural diversity. The winner will receive a $2,000 scholarship.

“We understand that volunteers are the heart and soul of the Chesapeake Bay’s protection,” said David O’Neill, executive director of the Chesapeake Bay Trust.  “Without the commitment of Marylanders young and old, we would have fewer success stories in the Bay restoration effort.  It is the goal of this awards program to recognize and celebrate those outstanding individuals who are truly making it happen.”
